Tuesday, February 3rd, marks the Memorial of 
Saint Blaise . The Blessing of Throats will take 
place aŌer the 8:00 am mass.. 
As part of this tradiƟon, two candles arranged 
in the form of St. Andrew’s cross are used dur-
ing the blessing. The prayer of blessing is as fol-
lows: 
"Through the intercession of Saint Blaise, bish-
op and martyr, may God deliver you from ail-
ments of the throat and from every other evil. 
In the name of the Father, and of the Son†, and 
of the Holy Spirit. Amen."
